JOB PURPOSE:

· Own and implement an effective and timely recruitment service, providing subject matter expertise to people leaders in the administration of advertising, shortlisting and selection of candidates.

· Provide an accurate and timely administrative support service to the Human Resources function, providing effective administration and professional maintenance of records ensuring employee communication and records are accurate and timely.  
· Undertake a proactive role in the utilisation and development of the HR software and the innovation of HR administration practices.

KEY TASKS:

1. 
Recruitment
1.1 Deliver a timely and efficient administrative service throughout the recruitment process, ensuring all tasks are completed accurately and to required deadlines.
1.2 Review received recruitment approval requests to ensure completeness, liaising with the hiring manager where clarity or information is required, providing advice on the recruitment process as needed.

1.3 Schedule recruitment campaigns in line with other recruitment campaigns and other workload to ensure enough time and attention will be available to manage the recruitment campaign, owning the workload and workflows.

1.4 Liaise with hiring manager to create professional and accurate adverts and recruitment literature, placing adverts using internal and external media. Handle any candidate enquiries in a professional manner. 
1.5 Liaise with the relevant appointing manager to ensure they have arranged interviews with candidates, organised interview rooms and made arrangements for interviews and assessment centres as required. Where necessary, assist with the facilitation of interviews / assessment centres.

1.6 Prepare accurate and timely regret letters and produce contracts of employment.

1.7 Manage the collation, monitoring and chasing of all pre-employment checks for candidates as required, including obtaining evidence of the right to work in the UK, Disclosure and Barring screening, occupational health clearance, NMC, GMC, and obtaining references.
1.8 Add the new employee to the HR database, ensuring pull through to the LMS and the production and dissemination of passwords for the database to the employee for their self-service access. 

1.9 Share orientation packs for new starters with the hiring manager.
1.10 Liaise with external organisations, including recruitment agencies, occupational health, U-Check etc.
2      Admin Support
2.1 Manage and resolve or escalate as appropriate enquiries from heads of departments and staff members regarding terms and conditions, such as annual leave entitlements.

2.2 Create, send and record letters and correspondence relating to a staff members terms and conditions of employment and termination for example, changes to hours of work, salary, job descriptions, resignation confirmation etc.

2.3 Ensure that data contained within the HR software is accurately maintained on a day-to-day basis ensuring all relevant documentation relating to new starters, change of circumstances, and leavers are recorded accurately in accordance with Payroll deadlines.
2.4 Maintain sickness absence, annual leave and other staff records within the HR database as required ensuring all supporting documentation is received in a timely manner.

2.5 Create new records within the HR database and provide reports and statistical information to support the HR Key Performance Indicators, as required.

2.6 Maintain organisational charts as and when employees start and leave employment, periodically publishing to the shared drive.
2.7 Assist in yearly or ad hoc administration support such as calculation and input of annual leave entitlements.

3      Innovation of Administration Practices and Software Use
3.1 Assume role of super user for HR information system, for example raising support cases and generating password. 

3.2 Take a proactive role in the development of available functionality of the existing HR software and actively innovate streamlined HR administration practices.

3.3 Participate in the continuous improvement of the department by; taking ownership of projects assigned from the project plan, proactively suggesting ideas for streamlining or innovating processes and actively engaging in team discussions on improvements or ideas generation. 
Any other duties which may be required from time to time and commensurate with the role.
